Date: Friday January 29 and Saturday January 30, 2021

1. This year we will have 32 teams, divided up into two (2) sessions over two (2) days! To help mitigate the spread of COVID-19, the following changes will take place:
a. Girls and Boys teams from the same school will bowl at the same time.
b. We will not have our traditional Girls session on Friday and the Boys session on Saturday.
c. You will only switch lanes with your own school.
d. Only one (1) parent/guardian will be allowed per bowler.
e. Masks must be worn unless a student-athlete is on the lane to bowl.
2. Entries and Roster: please send Entries & roster in by Monday January 25, 2021. We would appreciate coaches using the Excel form provided. Please send in your rosters to adouglas@usd259.net. Thank You! All athletes will be entered in the computer by Thursday January 28, 2021.
3. Lane Assignments: please see attached list of schools, bowling on Friday & Saturday. Next to your school, will be the lane assignments.
4. Tournament Fees: $90.00 per team or $180.00 total per contract. 
5. Admission Fee: $6.00 for all parent/guardian spectator, per KSHSAA guidelines only ONE (1) will be allowed per bowler, to attend the tournament. If you have two (2) athletes bowling, only ONE (1) parent/guardian is allowed per family. No league passes will be accepted. All spectators on the Roster list, will enter through the West doors (main entrance) to Northrock.
6. Oil Pattern: Northrock will be using a modified house pattern.
7. Tournament Format: This year, we will be bowling the following:
a. Your girls & boy’s teams will be bowling on Friday AM, or Friday PM, or Saturday AM or Saturday PM session. We hope this will help with travel plans. We did try and schedule all of the out-of-town teams, for a PM session.
b. You will be bowling on the same pair of lanes. For example, girls team on lanes 1-2 and your boys team on lanes 3-4.
c. You may enter 6 bowlers; we will bowl the traditional three (3) games of bowling. You will take the top five (5) series, to determine your team score.
d. We will then bowl six (6) baker games. 5 bowlers compete in 1 game. Player #1 bowls frames 1 and 6. Player #2 bowls frames 2 and 7. Player #3 bowls frames 3 and 8. Player #4 bowls frames 4 and 9. Player #5 bowls frames 5 and 10.
e. Substitution Rule: Each school competing with a 6 person roster shall adhere to the following rule: A player once removed cannot return to bowl for the remainder of the game. Only 1 substitution is permitted during each Baker game at any time during the game. The player, who is substituted in during a particular game, must finish the entire game before any other changes/substitutions can be made. Any player who is substituted out of a game cannot return to that game, but can be placed back into the following game. A bowler may throw the fill ball of the 10th frame. You may change the order of bowlers from game to game.
f. Your Girls team will bowl on the lowest number lane assigned to your pair of lanes, with the boy’s team bowling on the next pair. You will have three (3) bowlers on each lane for the team games. When you are finished with the three (3) games of bowling, you immediately begin your baker games! Do not wait! Again, we will ask that your girls team bowl the first three (3) baker games on the lowest lane assigned to your school and the same procedure for your boys team, then you will switch to the other lane to bowl the last three (3) baker games. For example: Wichita North will be on lanes 1-4, so the girls will bowl the first three (3) baker games on lane 1, with the boys bowling on lane 3. Your girls’ team will bowl on lane2 for the next three (3) baker games and your boys will bowl on lane 4 for the next three (3) baker games. Your boys team will be bowling on lanes 3-4.
8. AWARDS: the winner will be determined by total pin-fall from the three (3) traditional games of bowling and the six (6) baker games, from all of the sessions. 
a. Tournament champions will be sent a plaque and the traveling trophy. A 2nd and 3rd place plaque will also be given.
b. All-Star awards: The Top 10 individuals based on total pin-fall will receive a medallion.
c. We will not have an awards ceremony this year. We will be mailing the awards to the school.
9. In the event of ties, for any position, we will refer to the tie breaking procedures, outlined from KSHSAA in the rule book.
10. Pass-Gate: the pass gate for all athletes & coaches will be the entrance to the North of the building. Because of the limited number of spectators, we ask that no team bring any MANAGERS to our tournament. We will allow on those athletes who are bowling & coaches. No other guests will be allowed this year!
